As a recipient of the Mobile Beacon Wi-Fly Digital

Inclusion grant, CDL was able to distribute a total

of 24 hotspots to the Chelsea High School, Chelsea

Senior Center, and Faith in Action helping to bridge

the digital divide among seniors, student, and low-

income populations.

Building Update: LED
Project Complete!

Saving energy and protecting our planet is

important to all of us at CDL! The completion of our

LED Bulb Replacement Project is helping us and

our planet in the following ways:

784 bulbs were replaced resulting in a range of 47% –

80% energy savings, which helps to lower our electric

bill.

We’ve seen usage reduction of over 93,000 kWh when

compared to the average five year usage prior to

inception of the project.*

*This includes all electrical usage, not just lighting.

In addition to cost savings, LED bulbs…

Do not contain hazardous materials.

Run cooler, resulting in lower air conditioning costs.

Last up to 25 years longer than non-LED bulbs.
